About the course: 
Algebra I includes the study of algebraic concepts including operations with real numbers and polynomials, relations, and functions; matrices; creation and application of linear functions and relations; linear regression; and an introduction to nonlinear functions. This course is designed to help students develop the ability to reason abstractly. Students are expected to demonstrate proficiency with the graphing calculator. The final exam is the North Carolina Algebra I End-of-Course Test and counts as 25% of your final grade.
Supplies required DAILY for class:

	· 3-ring binder with loose-leaf paper
	· TI-Graphing Calculator

	· Daily assignment/homework sheet
	· Pencils (no pens please)
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Classroom Procedures:

1. Follow all rules in the student handbook (including the electronic device and dress code policies).

Assignments and Grades:

· Assignment sheets will be passed out at the beginning of each unit. These sheets contain topics covered in class, homework assignments, and quiz/test dates for the entire unit. 
· You will have homework almost every day.  Please have your completed homework on the day it is due.  Late work will not be accepted.
· You must always SHOW YOUR WORK on everything.  If you don’t show it, I will assume you don’t know it.  You will lose points if you do not show work. 

· If at any point you need help with an assignment or review sheet, please come see me.  Just let me know you are coming so I know to expect you. 

· If you are absent, it is YOUR responsibility to pick up your make up work and sign up for a time to take missed quizzes or tests. You will have up to five school days after an excused absence to take care of all make up work.

· If you know ahead of time that you will be absent, you need to pick up all assignments and notes before you go.  You will be responsible for the material when you return.
