About the course: 

Foundations of Geometry provides learners with an opportunity to review and study foundational topics for higher level mathematics. Topics include: basic definitions, theorems, and postulates; parallel and perpendicular lines; congruent and similar triangles, logic, right triangles and trigonometry; and area, surface area, and volume. Students will solve relevant and authentic problems using manipulatives and appropriate technology. This course has a teacher-made final exam.
Supplies required DAILY for class:

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Classroom Procedures:

· You must always SHOW YOUR WORK on everything.  If you do not show your work, I will assume you do not know the material.  You will lose points if you do not show work.

· If you are absent, it is YOUR responsibility to pick up your make up work and sign up for a time to take any missed quizzes or tests. You will have up to five school days  after an excused absence to complete all make up work.
