About the course: 

Geometry continues the study of geometric concepts that you began in middle school and in high school algebra. This course will give you an in-depth study of two-and three-dimensional figures and will broaden your use of reasoning skills and the coordinate plane. A teacher-made final exam is given at the end of this course and counts 20% of the final grade.

· You must always SHOW YOUR WORK on everything.  If you don’t show it, I will assume you don’t know it.  You will lose points if you do not show work. 

· If at any point you need help with an assignment or review sheet, please come see me.  Just let me know you are coming so I know to expect you. 

· If you are absent, it is YOUR responsibility to pick up your make up work and sign up for a time to take missed quizzes or tests. You will have up to five school days after an excused absence to take care of all make up work.
